For the first time in the Georgian historiography, the "History of
China" has been comprehensively and systematically studied, analyzed
and presented for the period from ancient times to the present day.

The world's interest centred around China has always been
there, is there today and will continue to persist in the future. China
has played an important role in the history of mankind. Not only did it
continuously share its culture with other countries and peoples of the
East and South-East, but has itself imported numerous cultural
elements from other countries without compromising its identity; in
fact, rather enriching its culture and making it wonderfully diverse.

The presented monograph is divided into three parts: pre-
imperial (from ancient times to the Qin dynasty); Imperial (from the
Qin Dynasty to the fall of the Qing Dynasty) and post-imperial (from
1912 to the present), with a preface, appendices (administrative
divisions of China, chronological table of Chinese history,
chronological tables of Chinese rulers) and bibliography. The
monograph consists of 673 printed pages.
